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Today’s Program..............

Betsy Ford introduced commercial real estate developer and
local visionary Peter Allen who discussed trends that will impact
Ann Arbor for the next several years. Mr. Allen has taught at the
U of M’s Ross Business School for thirty years and at the School of
Architecture for 20 years. He says there is a cultural shift at the U
of M from ‘publish or perish’ to ‘patent or perish’. U of M Presi-
dent Mary Sue Coleman is a big proponent of Tech Transfer and
has established a good working relationship with Ann Arbor city
government. The “research corridor” between MSU and Wayne
State with U of M in the middle is stronger than the Research Tri-
angle in North Carolina. Allen said there are currently more than
700 people working at the North Campus Research Center (NCRC) and that research
scientists are drawn to Ann Arbor because of the quality of life here and the strength of the

Ann Arbor public schools.

Allen said he expects to see a strong multi-modal transit system here within the next 5 to
10 years. He foresees a higher speed rail system and a rapid transit bus system that will link
all of the U of M’s campuses with downtown, Briarwood, and surrounding areas including

Depot Town, Metro airport, Greenfield Village and N. Woodward in Detroit.

Google’s presence in Ann Arbor has attracted other software and tech firms. Jobs that are
being created in consulting, healthcare, finance, and other areas are attracting younger
workers who do not want to own cars or homes. They want to rent and live near down-
town for about three years (1,000 nights) before settling down. They want to be able to get
around on public transportation and spend their money on phones, concerts, beer and face
time. As developers adjust to market changes, the skyline in Ann Arbor is changing. More
mid-rise buildings are going up with commercial space on the lower levels and residential

above. And, surprisingly, air rights are becoming a major commodity.

Allen expects that the KAC property will likely increase in value as a result of the changes that are occurring. He also
expects that the 415 W. Washington property near the KAC will be revitalized with some high density housing and possi-
bly a new downtown grocery store. He also expects areas on the Huron River at the Broadway Bridge and Argo Dam to
be reclaimed, perhaps with cultural buildings and schools. There may be a sky bridge that crosses over Main St with grad-
ual inclines and declines that make it attractive for walkers and joggers. He speculates that Ann Arbor could possibly be-
come one of the world’s Blue Zones, that is, an area in which people live longer, healthier, and happier lives because of the

way they eat, exercise, and work, and the relationships they build.
